SENATE VOTES

1.Subsidize Dangerous Nuclear Power Plants, Pro-Environment Vote:
No.HB 1386 puts the burden and cost of decommissioning nuclear
power plants on taxpayers.The bill was signed into law.

2, Study Global Warming Solutions, Pro-Environment Vote: Yes. SB
1687 would have required the state to study cost-effective ways to
reduce global warming pollution.The bill passed the Senate but died
in the House.

3. Air Pollution Watch List, Pro-Environment Vote: Yes. SB 1924 would
have required regulators to target efforts to combat air pollution in the
worst affected areas.The bill passed the Senate but died in the House.
4.Weaken Air Pollution Enforcement, Pro-Environment Vote: No. SB
1317 would have limited the rights of a municipality to regulate air
pollution outside its boundaries.The bill passed the Senate but died in
the House.

5.Limit Air Pollution from Power Plants, Pro-Environment Vote: Yes.
Amendment 5 to HB 3732 would have required regulators to consider
air quality impacts in deciding whether to approve new coal-fired
power plants.The amendment was adopted, but later stripped off the
bill in a conference committee.

6.Subsidize Coal Power Plants, Pro-Environment Vote: No.HB 3732
creates new subsidies for coal burning power plants.The bill was signed
into law.

7.Support for Renewable Energy, Pro-Environment Vote: Yes. HB 1090
creates incentives for clean, biomass energy and removed a barrier that
threatened to derail expansion of renewable energy in Texas. The bill
was signed into law.

4, Subsidize Coal Power Plants, Pro-Environment Vote: No.HB 3732
creates new subsidies for coal burning power plants.The bill was signed
into law.

5.Support for Renewable Energy, Pro-Environment Vote:Yes.HB 1090
creates incentives for clean, biomass energy and removed a barrier that
threatened to derail expansion of renewable energy in Texas.The bill was
signed into law.

6.Water Conservation, Pro-Environment Vote: Yes. Amendment 27 to SB 3
would have required certain water managers to meet basic conservation
goals before new, environmentally harmful reservoirs could be built.The
amendment passed, but was later stripped out of the bill in committee.
